While many merit badges can be completed whileaat; some include requirements that must be met
prior to arrival. Merit badges are not given avedycamp, but with some pre-work and the guidingdhan
of the camp staff, we will ensure Scouts feel assesf achievement as they learn new skills.

The troop's Summer Camp Coordinator or Scoutmasteuld work with each Scout attending camp to
create his merit badge schedule. Scouts shouldsehbadges that fit their advancement needs or they
have an interest in. Some badges have a suggagtddvel — no Scout will be turned away from a leadg
because of his age, however, we encourage paredtieaders to use good judgment when signing up
Scouts for merit badge classes that may requireigheh level of maturity or special skills.

Class times are important consideration for a Ssanérit badge schedule. Some merit badge classes a
scheduled for about an hour each day, others dedated for an hour and a half, and some are only
offered on certain days of camp. A complete schedfiimerit badge class times and durations will be
available in the spring.

The locations of classes should also be noted vdneating a Scout's schedule. The Summer Camp
Coordinator should take a practical look at a Ssmt¢hedule taking into account walking time betwee
classes and other factors (changing time for swimgrsuits, etc.).
